INTRODUCTION:  This position is assigned to the Construction and Facilities Management Office (CFMO), Idaho Army National Guard (ARNG), within the State of Idaho – Military Division, to provide building maintenance support for all ARNG military facilities located throughout the state (state-owned and federal-owned).  The incumbent must have complete and thorough knowledge of general construction practices in all trades.  The incumbent must be capable of supervising general construction and incorporating the work of several trades into construction projects.  Must be able to accomplish technical inspections and perform maintenance and remodel projects using proper construction methods and complying with proper codes.  Considerable travel is required.  

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

1.  Supervises three or more employees performing technical work within the Facility Maintenance Section.

2.  Receives, verifies, and coordinates approval of all ARNG initial requests for maintenance/repair projects.  Provides technical guidance in the development of program scope documents.

3.  Provides guidance on development of facilities maintenance methods, standards and techniques.  Recommends and implements preventive maintenance procedures to ensure life expectancy of operational facilities.

4.  Investigates maintenance requests to determine propriety.  Assists in the determination of the initial scope of minor construction projects.

5.  Coordinates fire prevention and protection activities and identifies fire safety and prevention requirements.

6.  Interprets construction plans and specifications.

7.  Develops preliminary construction plans to facilitate building repairs.

8.  Makes technical inspections of facilities for compliance with building codes, life safety codes and security.

9.  Performs repairs on buildings in all phases of construction (electrical, plumbing, carpentry and heating/ventilation/air conditioning) using the proper tools and methods.

10.  Develops a five-year plan in coordination with facility managers for ongoing scheduled maintenance.

11.  Conducts final inspections of repair/remodel/maintenance projects completed by local contractors before final payment is made.

12.  Performs other related duties as assigned.

SUPERVISORY CONTROLS:  The incumbent performs work under general supervision and is guided by the policies, directives and regulations of the Construction and Facilities Management Office. 

PERSONAL WORK CONTACTS:  Personnel of the Idaho National Guard, Division of Public Works, Department of Labor and Industrial Services, local contractors and building material vendors throughout the state.

WORKING CONDITIONS:  Works indoors and outdoors in all types of weather conditions.  Requires standing and working for prolonged times on concrete floors and on rough and uneven terrain.  May be exposed to dangers of live fire ranges, pyrotechnics, laser frequencies, explosives, and snakebite.  Physical effort requires frequent lifting, positioning, and carrying of tools and equipment weighing up to 100 pounds.  Items weighing in excess of 100 pounds normally involve more than one person.  Work requires frequent bending, stooping, walking, standing, working in cramped positions, and occasionally, climbing up and down stairs.
