The Payette National Forest is planning to fill a GS-0462-10/11 Fire Management Officer position on the West Zone of the Payette National Forest.  This position is permanent full time; the duty station is Weiser, ID.  This notification is being circulated to inform prospective applicants of this upcoming opportunity and to determine interest in the position.  This vacancy is open to current government employees that have competitive status. Government housing is not available.

Vacancy Announcement: 

The vacancy announcement for this position will be posted on the U.S. Government's official website for employment opportunities at, www.usajobs.com.  The vacancy announcement number is not yet available.   If you are interested in the position, please respond to this outreach and we will notify you when the vacancy is posted.  We hope to pull a Referral List for this position by the end of February.

Position Description: 
The selected applicant will be required to meet NWCG Incident Management Qualifications (currency required) as an Incident Commander Type 3 (ICT3), Division Group/supervisor (DIVS), and Prescribed Burn Boss Type 2 (RXB2).
Note: This position is identified as a key fire management position under the Interagency Fire Program Management Standards. 
This is a secondary firefighter position under the provisions of 5usc 8336 (c) and 84129(d). It provides coverage under those provisions to incumbent transferring directly from a primary firefighter position or who have previously transferred directly from a primary to a secondary position. Prior wildland firefighting experience is required.

WORK CAPACITY TEST (WCT) for Wildland Firefighters: This position participates in wildland firefighting activities. Based on the type of work performed, taking and PASSING the WCT at the ARDUOUS level is a “condition of employment”.

Duties: 
Incumbent oversees the fire and fuels program on the Weiser and Council Ranger Districts of the Payette National Forest, including technical or analytical work involving wildland fire suppression and prescribed burning operations.  Incumbent also has oversight on BLM offset protection area designated for the West Zone.  Performs and oversees tasks dealing with fire management projects such as hazard fuel reduction projects.  Develops fire control plans and documents, including pre-suppression, prevention, detection, and suppression tactics and strategies.  Contributes to the compilation, review, and/or distribution of fire hazard and risk data. Collaborates in the planning of wildland fire suppression and prescribed burning operations. Oversees the determination of resources required for pre-suppression and suppression activities.

Incumbent oversees technical advice and support to districts to ensure integration of fire ecology and effects into all documents, plans, and projects.  Supports long-range fire behavior prediction science and climatology.  Oversees the establishment and operation of training programs.  Administers cooperative agreements with Federal, state, and local agencies.
The West Zone averages approximately 35-40 wildfires per year and implements approximately 2000-2500 acres of prescribed burning annually.
The incumbent is responsible for furthering the goals of equal employment opportunity (EEO) by taking positive steps to assure the accomplishment of affirmative action objectives and by adhering to nondiscriminatory employment practices in regard to race, color, religion, sex, national orgin, age, or handicap. District and Community Information:

The Payette National Forest encompasses 2.3 million acres of rugged, timbered, and remote land in west-central Idaho, and is bordered by two of the deepest canyons in North America—the Salmon River Canyon on the north and Hells Canyon of the Snake River on the west. Tall mountains, deep canyons, sub alpine meadows, rivers and streams, high mountain lakes, and wilderness, characterize the diversity of the Payette National Forest. An extensive system of Forest roads and trails provide access to these diverse areas. This access combined with the diverse ecosystems, offer many opportunities for recreation and tourism on the Forest.

Weiser Community Information:

Weiser is a community of approximately 5500 people located in the lower Treasure Valley. Elk, Mule deer, Turkeys, Pheasants, Chukars and Grouse are abundant.  Hunting is excellent. Other recreation opportunities in the surrounding area include skiing, boating, golf, recreational sports, roadless use, riding, fishing, four-wheeling and rodeos. The spectacular Hells Canyon Recreation Area is adjacent to the West Zone. Long warm summers and pleasant falls typify the climate. Snow is common from mid December through February. The elevation in Weiser is 2100 feet. Elevations on the District range from 1700 to 9000 feet.

Weiser is a county seat and has one grocery store, modern schools (Pre shcool-12), hardware stores and many other small businesses. Medical services include a hospital, nursing homes, doctors offices, dental offices and Life Flight. Weiser supports 15 churches. Cable television and Internet service are available in Weiser. The housing supply around Weiser is abundant, but prices are reasonable with 2-3 bedroom homes ranging from $100,000 to $125,000 and up. A rental homes are available from $450 and up. Weiser is about 20 miles from Ontario, Oregon and 80 miles from Boise. These cities offer excellent shopping, entertainment, restaurants, and other services.   

Council Community Information:
Council is a community of approximately 1,100 people located in a large picturesque valley with timbered slopes on each side. Elk, mule deer, black bears, whitetail deer, turkeys, and grouse are abundant.  Hunting is excellent. Other recreation opportunities popular in the surrounding area include both alpine and Nordic skiing, snowshoeing, rafting and boating, hiking (the Weiser River Rails-to-Trails system runs through town) , camping, wilderness use, riding, fishing, four-wheeling and rodeo. The spectacular Hells Canyon Recreation Area is adjacent to the district, with the Salmon River canyon and Payette River nearby.  Long warm summers and pleasant falls typify the climate. Snow is common from November through March. The elevation in Council is 3000 feet. Elevations on the District range from 1700 to 9000 feet.

Council is a county seat and has two grocery stores, a bank, several restaurants, modern schools, beauty shops, a hardware store, several espresso shops, and many other small businesses. Medical services include a medical clinic, dental office and Life Flight. Council supports 5 churches. Cable television and Internet service are available in Council.  Home prices are reasonable, with 2-3 bedroom homes starting at around $125,000 and bare land available for building ranging from 0.25-over 100 acres.  A few rental homes are available and prices vary greatly, generally from 450.00-750.00/month.  Government housing may be available. 

Both communities have economies based on ranching and timber management.  There is a strong, positive community spirit.  They are traditional small western towns where activities center on families, holidays, school and church activities, rodeos, and outdoor recreation.
